The decision issued in the 43rd meeting of the Supreme Medical Education Planning Council, dated 9 August, 2010 regarding the educational regulations of the non-continuous master's program.
The educational regulations of the non-continuous master's program in 9 chapters, 32 articles and 37 notes were approved in the 43rd meeting of the Supreme Medical Education Planning Council dated 9 August, 2010. This regulation is valid in all universities and faculties of medical sciences and institutions affiliated to the Ministry of Health and Medical Education throughout Iran for students entering the academic year 2010-2011 and onwards, and from the date of its notification, the previous regulation and all regulations and Circulars and instructions contrary to it are canceled for students subject to this regulation. The Postgraduate Education Council of the University can adjust the academic status of incoming students before the 2010-2011 academic year with the new regulations and graduate these students based on that.

The decision issued in the 43rd meeting of the Supreme Medical Education Planning Council, dated 9 August, 2010, regarding the educational regulations of the non-continuous master’s program.
First Chapter
Generalities
Definitions

Article 1

The non-continuous master’s program is one of the educational programs at the level of higher education and above the bachelor's program, and finally leads to the receipt of a non-continuous master's degree in an academic field.

Note 1:
In this regulation, for the sake of brevity, all universities, faculties and institutions of higher education affiliated to the Ministry of Health and Medical Education, which operate in the non-continuous master's degree and Ph.D., are referred to as university.

Note 2:
In universities that offer master or doctorate (Ph.D.) programs, the Postgraduate Education Council of the Faculty will be formed based on the bylaws of the management of universities and higher education institutions approved by the Supreme Council of the Cultural Revolution approved on 2 July, 1991.

Purpose

Article 2

The purpose of creating a master’s program is to expand knowledge and educate specialists and researchers who, by learning the necessary training and getting familiar with scientific research methods, will attain the necessary skills for education, research and related services.

Chapter 2
Conditions of Admission
Article 3
The conditions for admission to the non-continuous master’s program are as follows:

1. Fulfilling the general conditions for admission to higher education

2. Holding a bachelor's degree or higher corresponding to the desired field of study from one of the domestic or foreign universities, which has been approved by the Ministry of Health and Medical Education or the Ministry of Science, Research and Technology, as the case may be.
3-3. Having physical and mental health appropriate to the field of study

3-4. Passing the program entrance exam

3-5. Not simultaneously studying in the same university or other universities and other educational and research institutions. 
Note 1.
The relevant specialized education secretariat is in charge of determining which degree holder can study in which field, which is subject to the approval of the Supreme Medical Education Planning Council.
Note 2.

The conditions for the admission of foreign nationals in the non-continuous master’s program are subject to the relevant regulations.
Note 3. 

Holders of a degree equivalent to a program completion certificate or a total average of less than 12 in the bachelor's program are not allowed to continue studying in the non-continuous master's degree in medical sciences.

Chapter 3
Education System
Article 4
Education at the non-continuous master's level in all universities of the country is based on a single system.
In a course credit-based system, the value of each course is measured by the number of credits of that course, and the acceptance or failure of a student in a course is limited to that course.

Each course credit is the sum of lessons, the content of which is taught within 17 theoretical class hours, 34 practical or laboratory hours, 51 workshop and apprenticeship hours, 68 hours during an academic semester or summer term according to the plan approved by the Supreme Medical Education Planning Council. In the case of programs that entail a project, the duration of the project in one semester is determined by the relevant professor in accordance with the respective course.
Article 5 

Each academic year consists of two academic semesters and, if necessary, a summer semester. The training period of each academic semester includes 17 weeks and each summer semester includes 6 weeks by the provisions of Article 4 of this regulation.
Note 1.
The duration of the semester completion exams and the summer semester exams is not considered as part of the training period.

Note 2.
In exceptional and unexpected cases, including the occurrence of natural disasters, the impossibility of the presence of the relevant professor during 17 weeks, and such cases, upon the proposal of the relevant faculty and the approval of the University's Education Council, it is possible to teach a lesson or lessons in a period shorter than 17 weeks for all students who have taken that lesson or lessons, provided that the total hours of each course credit is not less than the amount stipulated in Article 4 of this regulation.
Article 6
All universities of medical sciences are obliged to implement the curricula approved by the Supreme Medical Education Planning Council.
Note
All universities of medical sciences, including those with or without an audit committee, and organizations affiliated to the Ministry of Health, will be allowed to offer new course credits instead of optional course credits in any educational program that are licensed to offer, and offer these course credits to students on an optional basis.
The maximum number of new course credits instead of optional course credits in universities with an audit committee is 20 for each educational program, and in universities without an audit committee, on the condition of having three graduate courses in the relevant field, the corresponding number is 10 for each educational program. 
Article 7
The total number of course credits of the non-continuous master’s program, including the thesis credit, is a minimum of 28 and a maximum of 32 units. 
Note 1:
If, according to the decision of the educational department and the approval of the graduate education council of the university, it is deemed necessary for the student to take the missing or compensatory course credits, he/she is obliged to take those course credits based on the approved educational program in addition to the course crdits prescribed in the non-continuous master's program and in accordance with this regulation. .

Note 2.
The maximum number of deficiency or compensatory course credits is 24 units.

Note 3.
In the selection of course credits, priority is given to course credits that are deficiency or compensatory; the Postgraduate Education Council of the respective  Faculty is in charge of the arrangement of course credits in compliance with the prerequisites, the adjustment of the students' academic program during the semester, the teaching method, and the placement of detailed course materials and the design of new materials in a course within the framework of the program approved by the Supreme Medical Education Planning Council  as per the decision of the respective department. 
Note 4.
One academic semester is added to the length of the student's education for every 12 deficiency or compensatory course credits. 
Article 8
The number of master's thesis credits for all fields according to the programs approved by the Supreme Medical Education Planning Council  is 4-10 units.

A master's degree student is required to choose and register in 8-14 course credits in each academic semester, unless he/she has less than 8 course credits left. In exceptional cases, with the proposal of the relevant department and the approval of the Postgraduate Education Council of the University, this number can be increased to a maximum of 16 units.
Note 1
In the last academic semester, the enrollment of students with less than 8 academic units is allowed.

Note 2
If the summer course is offered, the student is allowed to take a maximum of 4 course credits in that semester.


Chapter 4
Attendance and absence
Article 10
 Note 1.

Absence in class sessions up to the limit specified in Article 10 will be allowed if it is justified by providing documented evidence and submitting a related professor's report with the approval of the Faculty's Postgraduate Education Council.
Note 2.

If a student's absence in any course exceeds the limit determined in Article 10, but his/her absence is deemed justified by the faculty and approved by the Postgraduate Education Council of the Faculty, that course will be removed. In this case, compliance with at least 8 course credits in each semester is not required and the said semester is considered as a full semester for that student.

Article 11

Unexcused absence in the exam of any subject will result in receiving a zero grade in the exam of that subject, and justified absence in the exam of any subject will result in the removal of that subject. In this case, compliance with at least 8 units per semester is not mandatory, but the said semester is considered a full semester for that student.
The Postgraduate Education Council of the University is in charge of determining whether the absence is justified or not.
Chapter 5
Evaluation
The minimum passing grade for compulsory and optional special courses is 14 out of 20 and for deficiency or compensatory courses 12 out of 20. If the student's score is lower than these values, he/she must repeat that lesson.
Note 1.
If a student fails an optional special course, he/she can choose another course from the table of optional special courses in the educational program approved by the Supreme Medical Education Planning Council, if approved by the Department.
In this case, the grades of all courses, both passed and failed, are recorded in the student's report card and are considered in the calculation of the average grade of the relevant semester and the total average of the program.
Note 2
In cases where the evaluation of a student in a course is postponed to activities that, according to the teacher's decision, are not possible to complete during an academic semester, the student's grade in that course will be declared incomplete. In this case, the student's grade in that course must be converted into a final grade by the relevant professor and recorded in his/her report card later by the completion of the next semester. Otherwise, the course will be removed by the university upon the announcement of the Faculty. Obviously, the registration of the incomplete grade will occur in the semester in which the student has taken the course credit. 
Article 13
The average grades of students' courses in each semester should not be less than 14. Otherwise, the University will warn the student, but the student is not limited in terms of choosing course credits and can take them in the next semester within the limits of the quorum of course credits.

Note 1.
If the student's average grades are less than 14 in two academic semesters, whether consecutive or alternating, that student will be banned from continuing his/her studies in the non-continuous master's program.
Note 2
The semesters in which the number of course credits taken is less than the quorum (n: 8), if the average grade is less than 14, the student will be subject to warning. 

Note 3
The grades of deficiency or compensatory course credits are recorded separately in the student's report card and are not included in the calculation of the average grades of the academic semester and the average grade of the program.

Chapter 6
The duration of academic leave and withdrawal from studies

Article 14
The duration of the progra refers to the period during which the student must complete the courses determined in the program as well as the thesis according to the relevant regulations. The maximum period of study in the noncontinuous master's program is 3 years. If the student cannot pass the course credits successfully and complete and defend his thesis during this period, he/she will be banned from continuing his studies.
Note
In exceptional cases, upon the proposal of the supervisor and the approval of the Faculty's Postgraduate Education Council, the Council can add a maximum of one semester to the student's allowable study period.

Article 15
The student is obliged to refer to the education office every academic semester at the time announced by the university to register and choose a course. Failure of a student to register for a semester without notice and a valid excuse is tantamount to dropping out and the student will be banned from continuing his studies.In exceptional cases where the student considers his/her withdrawal justified, he/she must submit the reasons in writing to the Education Department at least one month before the completion of the same semester. If it is confirmed that the dropping out is justified by the Postgraduate Education Council of the university, that semester will be considered as part of his/her study period and academic leave will be issued for that semester.
Article 16
Non-continuous Master's degree students can use academic leave for a maximum of one academic semester.
. Note 1
It is not allowed to take an academic leave in the first semester of the academic year. In exceptional cases, with the proposal of the Faculty, the decision-making is delegated to the Postgraduate Education Council of the University.
Note 2
The period of academic leave is considered as part of the student's academic years.
Note 3
The academic leave request must be submitted in writing to the University's Education Department by the student at least two weeks before the start of registration in each academic semester, and the University's Education Department is obliged to notify the student in writing of the approval or disapproval of the student's request after eliciting the opinion of the respective Faculty before the completion of the registration deadline. The University's approval of the student's academic leave is dependent on his/her academic status. The student requesting for academic leave is in charge of possible consequences of the academic leave.

Note 4
Removing all the course credits taken in a semester at most before the beginning of the final exams of that semester is allowed only if the student is not able to continue studying in that semester according to the decision of the University's Educational Council. In this case, that semester will be considered an academic leave for the student. The University's Educational Council is in charge of including this leave in the maximum allowable academic years of the student or not.
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
